Cambridge International AS Level Hinduism constitutes the �rst half of the Cambridge International A Level 

course in Hinduism and therefore provides a suitable foundation for the study of Hinduism at Cambridge 

International A Level and thence for related courses in higher education. Depending on local university 

entrance requirements, it may permit or assist progression directly to university courses in Hinduism, 

Religious Studies or some other subjects. It is also suitable for candidates intending to pursue careers or 

further study in Hinduism, Religious Studies, or as part of a course of general education.

The Advanced Subsidiary (AS) Level Paper is the same as Paper 1 of the Advanced Level (9014). Results in 

the Cambridge International AS Level may not be carried over to the Cambridge International A Level.

Paper 1 3 hours Weighting

This paper consists of four sections – A, B, C and D. Each section contains at least 

three questions.

Candidates must answer �ve questions – at least one from each section.

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4. Syllabus aims and assessment objectives

4.1 Syllabus aims

The aims of this syllabus are to motivate candidates to develop an enquiring and critical approach to the 

study of fundamental questions of religious practices, beliefs, morality and interpretations and to explore 

such issues within the context of a religious tradition or traditions.

To do this, candidates will be required to gain some understanding of the religious writings, history and 

current affairs of Hinduism and be able to think and argue intelligently about the subject. 

4.2 Assessment objectives

The examination will test the candidate’s:

(a) Knowledge of the topics and speci�ed texts. [60%]

(b) Understanding of the meaning and signi�cance of the material studied. [25%]

(c) Ability to express himself/herself explicitly, logically and critically in any argument. [15%]

The nature of the Vedas as sacred texts, their four major divisions, and their signi�cance within Hinduism.

Section B – The Epic Age

The origins of the epics, their nature, the reasons for their popularity. A comparison of some of the themes 

of the epics: the nature of dharma, the concept of the avatar, the concept of karma, ethical ideals for men 

and women.

Grading and reporting

Cambridge International A Level results are shown by one of the grades A*, A, B, C, D or E, indicating 

the standard achieved, A* being the highest and E the lowest. ‘Ungraded’ indicates that the candidate’s 

performance fell short of the standard required for grade E. ‘Ungraded’ will be reported on the statement of 

results but not on the certi�cate. The letters Q (result pending), X (no results) and Y (to be issued) may also 

appear on the statement of results but not on the certi�cate.

Cambridge International AS Level results are shown by one of the grades a, b, c, d or e, indicating the 

standard achieved, ‘a’ being the highest and ‘e’ the lowest. ‘Ungraded’ indicates that the candidate’s 

performance fell short of the standard required for grade ‘e’. ‘Ungraded’ will be reported on the statement 

of results but not on the certi�cate. The letters Q (result pending), X (no results) and Y (to be issued) may 

also appear on the statement of results but not on the certi�cate.

If a candidate takes a Cambridge International A Level and fails to achieve grade E or higher, a Cambridge 

International AS Level grade will be awarded if both of the following apply:

•	 the components taken for the Cambridge International A Level by the candidate in that series included 

all the components making up a Cambridge International AS Level

•	 the candidate’s performance on these components was suf�cient to merit the award of a Cambridge 

International AS Level grade.

For languages other than English, Cambridge also reports separate speaking endorsement grades 

(Distinction, Merit and Pass), for candidates who satisfy the conditions stated in the syllabus.
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Entry codes 

To maintain the security of our examinations, we produce question papers for different areas of the world, 

known as ‘administrative zones’. Where the component entry code has two digits, the �rst digit is the 

component number given in the syllabus. The second digit is the location code, speci�c to an administrative 

zone. Information about entry codes for your administrative zone can be found in the Cambridge Guide to 

Making Entries.
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
