Introduction

The main aim of this booklet is to exemplify standards for those teaching Cambridge IGCSE First Language
Arabic, and to show how different levels of candidates’ performance (high, middle and low) relate to the
subject’s curriculum and assessment objectives.

In this booklet candidate responses have been chosen to exemplify a range of answers. Each response is
accompanied by a brief commentary explaining the strengths and weaknesses of the answers.

For each question an extract from the mark scheme, as used by examiners, is followed by examples of
marked candidate responses, each with an examiner comment on performance. Comments are given to
indicate where and why marks were awarded, and how additional marks could have been obtained. In this
way, it is possible to understand what candidates have done to gain their marks and what they still have to
do to improve their grades.

This document illustrates the standard of candidate work for those parts of the assessment which help
teachers assess what is required to achieve certain grades beyond what should be clear from the mark
scheme.

Assessment at a glance

Cambridge IGCSE First Language Arabic examination comprises two papers. All candidates take Paper 1
and Paper 2 and are eligible for the award of grades A* to G.

Paper 1: Reading (2 hours)

Candidates answer two questions:

Question 1 - 25 marks

Candidates answer a series of comprehension questions based on Passage 1.
Question 2 - 25 marks

Candidates write a summary based on Passage 1 and Passage 2.

Weighting: 50% of total marks

Paper 2: Writing (2 hours)

Candidates write two compositions of 3560-500 words each.

Clear, carefully chosen language with complex syntax where appropriate. Varied,

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Question 1 (25 marks)

This question is divided into a series of sub-questions (a—k) requiring answers of different lengths. The sub-
questions are based on Passage 1 and test the following reading objectives (20 marks):

Understand and collate explicit meanings.

Understand, explain and collate implicit meanings and attitudes.
Select, analyse and evaluate what is relevant to specific purposes.
Understand how writers achieve effects.

In addition, five marks are available for the accuracy of the language in which answers are expressed.

The candidate’s responses show an excellent understanding of the text. The answers show a clear
comprehension of the explicit meaning, in addition to understanding, explaining and collating implicit
meanings and attitudes.

This was evident in the ability of this candidate to:

1a) identify the main character in the text as the writer.
Mark awarded = 1 out of 1

1b) use his/her own words to explain that the writer admired the accuracy by which the kite is controlled and
the young man’s ability to fly it high in the sky.
Mark awarded = 1 out of 1

1¢) provide a detailed answer about the neighbours’ houses being too tall that they covered the body of the
kite, allowing only the sight of its tail to be seen.
Mark awarded = 2 out of 2

1d) provide a full answer to the place where the young man Menawer preferred to spend his time, detailing
that it was in the valley close to the neighbourhood. Also the reason behind this preference, which is to be
able to make the perfect kite and fly it high in the sky, was identified. All these details were expressed
accurately using own words.

Mark awarded = 2 out of 2

1e) identify two personal qualities implicitly mentioned in the text. The candidate explains that Menawer
enjoys a sense of quietness and serenity, and a tendency to be alone.
Mark awarded = 2 out of 2

The candidate’s ability to select, analyse and evaluate what is relevant to specific purposes and the
understanding of how writers achieve effects are evident in the responses to these questions, where the
candidate:

1f) use his/her analysis of the writer’s writing style to give the reasons for taking Menawer as a role model.
The candidate mentions that Menawer had a clear determination to achieve his dream, and that he fulfilled
those dreams whereas that the writer failed to achieve his own dream, in flying a kite, so Menawer was an
inspiration to him.

Mark awarded = 2 out of 2

1g) explain in detail how the old school books were part of the materials used by the writer to make the kite.
Mark awarded = 1 out of 1

1h) select the relevant information from the sixth paragraph to provide evidence of the writer’s patience,
difficulties and suffering. He/she avoided the overlap between the three specified items and provided
accurate response to them all. So for patience he/she mentioned; the writer’s constant attempts, for the
difficulties; the practical hardships in manufacturing the kite, and for the suffering; a very eloquent metaphor
was used to express the time constraint.

Mark awarded = 3 out of 3

1i) identify accurately, using own words, the two contrasting emotions felt by the writer as the feeling of
despair followed by hope and determination.
Mark awarded = 2 out of 2

1j) give a very detailed explanation of the metaphor used, identifying that the writer used a simile of the kite

as a small, weak bird unable to fly.
Mark awarded = 2 out of 2
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1k) provide one good evidence of the writer's nostalgic feeling by mentioning the writer’s visit to his old home
and neighbourhood. He/she also added that the reason behind this was the writer’s wish to retrieve the
beautiful memories of the past and his early, youthful passion of paper kites.

Mark awarded = 2 out of 2

Accuracy of Language

The candidate used clear, carefully chosen language with complex syntax. Spelling was accurate and
grammatically sound. Own words were used consistently, no trace of lifting from the text.

Mark awarded = 5 out of 5

The candidate did not show consistent understanding of the explicit and implicit meaning in the text. This is
evident in the candidate’s responses to these questions.

1a) the answer given was: ‘the children of the area’. This showed not only a lack of understanding of the text,
but of the question itself; as it is asking about ‘the child’ in the singular not the plural noun.
Mark awarded = 0 out of 1

1b) the candidate specified that the writer wanted to know who flies the kite because he was keen to know
how he managed to control the kite skilfully.
Mark awarded = 1 out of 1

1c) the candidate failed to answer the question, instead he/she mentioned an irrelevant piece of information
about the kite runner and the writer’'s knowledge of the place he chose to fly his kite.
Mark awarded = 0 out of 2

1d) even though the answer is correct, it is lifted from the text, which will affect the accuracy grade.
Mark awarded = 2 out of 2

1e) the candidate identified two qualities that Menawer enjoyed, which are quietness and happiness.
Mark awarded = 2 out of 2

1f) the candidate mentioned only one reason for Menawer being a good role model. The first sentence in the
answer is vague and grammatically incorrect, so no mark was awarded; the second sentence was awarded
1 mark as it gave a good reason.

Mark awarded = 1 out of 2

1g) the correct answer was given, but the use of the word ‘tool’ is inaccurate and this will affect the accuracy
grade.
Mark awarded = 1 out of 1

1h) the candidate selected the relevant information from the sixth paragraph to provide evidences

of the writer’s patience, difficulties and suffering. He/she avoided the overlap between the three specified
items and provided accurate response to them all. So for patience he/she mentioned; the writer’s constant
attempts, for the difficulties; the cost of the paper, and for the suffering; the feeling of failure and despair.
Mark awarded = 3 out of 3

The candidate failed to select, analyse and evaluate what is relevant to specific purposes and the
understanding of how writers achieve effects. This was evident in the following response.

1i) the question was about two contradictory emotions that the writer felt in paragraph seven. The
candidate’s response showed that he/she did not understand the idea presented by the writer. More
thorough reading of the passage could have given the candidate a better understanding of the feeling of
despair and then hope that the writer expressed.

Mark awarded = 0 out of 2

1j) the candidate explained that the writer’s description of the fragility of the kite against the wind was similar
to the small bird’s inability to fly.
Mark awarded = 2 out of 2

1k) the candidate explained that the past was the place where the writer built his dreams, and added that

the reason behind this was his wish to retrieve the beautiful memories of the past.

1a) the candidate did not understand the implicit fact that the writer is the child in the text, the answer given
is ‘Menawer’ who was described as in the text as ‘a young man’ and not a child. Menawer is also not the
main character of the story, so the candidate totally missed that point as well.

Mark awarded = 0 out of 1

1b) the candidate gave the right answer, but it was a direct lifting from the text, this will affect the mark
awarded to the accuracy of language.
Mark awarded = 1 out of 1

1¢) a correct answer to the question, but several grammatical and spelling mistakes; the wrong use of the
present tense for the verb ‘prevent’, the wrong use of the singular pronoun referring to the buildings.
Mark awarded = 2 out of 2

1d) the candidate specified the preferred place of Menawer, at the valley, but failed to justify why. Instead,
he mentioned another irrelevant reason, which is to stay away from noisy neighbourhood and its disruptions.
He failed to make the link between the choice of the valley and its appropriateness to Menawer’s kite
making.

Mark awarded = 1 out of 2

1e) the candidate mentioned only one characteristic, the second sentence was incomplete and vague. There
was also a spelling mistake with the word ‘quiet’.
Mark awarded = 1 out of 2

1f) the candidate mentioned just one reason for Menawer being a good role model.
Mark awarded = 1 out of 2

1g) no complete answer was given to how the books were used. The candidate mentioned that their paper
was used as covers, without explaining that they were part of the making of the kite.
Mark awarded = 0 out of 1

1h) the candidate gave evidence to the difficulties faced by the writer, but did not provide any evidence on
his patience or his suffering.
Mark awarded = 1 out of 3

1i) correct answer to the two conflicting feelings of the writer, however, many grammatical mistakes, such as,
the use of ‘he felt’, and the inaccurate use of pronouns. This will affect the mark of the accuracy of
language.

Mark awarded = 2 out of 2

1j) the candidate answered part of the question correctly, but failed to point out that there is a simile used by
the writer.
Mark awarded = 1 out of 2

1k) the candidate mentioned that the writer visited the place where his dreams started, but did not manage
to link this to his desire to retrieve the memories of the past, remembering his earlier attempts to make and
fly a kite. There was also a number of spelling mistakes, such as, the word ‘begin’ and ‘despair’.

Mark awarded = 1 out of 2

Accuracy of Language

The candidate’s language was generally appropriate, but unsophisticated and generally simple syntax. There
were some technical errors.

Question 2 (25 marks)

Candidates write a summary of 200-250 words based on Passage 1 and Passage 2. The question tests the
following reading objectives (15 marks):

¢ Understand and collate explicit meanings.
e Understand, explain and collate implicit meanings and attitudes.

o Select, analyse and evaluate what is relevant to specific purposes.

In addition, 10 marks are available for Writing; (five marks for Style and Organisation and five marks for
Accuracy of Language).

The summary

The candidate was able to write using an appropriate summary style; identifying the main ideas and
disregarding secondary ideas. The candidate avoided using an unnecessary introduction, and direct lifting
form the original text.

There was a clear attempt to focus on the requirement of the question; the behaviour of the main characters
that signified determination and challenge.

The candidate was able to identify the main characters in the texts and to group all the actions that proved
their diligence and persistence in achieving their goals and challenging their fears and shortcomings.

The candidate adhered to the required word count, without missing any of the important points.

There was a clear understanding of the two texts and that was evident in the ability of the candidate to
analyse and evaluate what is relevant to specific purposes.
Mark awarded = 15 out of 15

Style and Organisation

There was an excellent expression and focus using own words. Good summary style with orderly grouping of
ideas. There was also an excellent linkage of ideas between the two texts. This was apparent in the opening
sentence of the third paragraph, where the candidate mentioned that not only the first character was full of
determination, but also the second character. Then he/she started listing the evidence from the second text.
Mark awarded = 5 out of 5

Accuracy of Language

The writing was clear, the language was carefully chosen with complete syntax, and the vocabulary was
varied and precise. There were hardly any technical errors.

The summary
The candidate showed a reasonable understanding of the main ideas of the two texts.

The candidate was able, with some success, to group the main ideas; however some secondary ideas were
mentioned at the expense of other important ideas. This was quite apparent in the summary of the second
text, where the candidate elaborated on the writer’s behavior in the past at the expense of the actual
behavior of the writer in the present, which is the main requirement of the question.

Mark awarded = 10 out of 15

Style and organisation

There was a satisfactory expression in own words, the summary was concise with some sense of order.
There were occasional lapses of focus.

Mark awarded = 3 out of 5

Accuracy of Language

The language was generally unsophisticated, and was not always appropriate with thin vocabulary. There
was a number of spelling mistakes.
Mark awarded = 2 out of 5

The summary

Although all of the following scripts share some common features, such as, the inadequate expression, lack
of or poor summary style and considerable lifting from the texts, however each has its additional
shortcomings.

The candidate did not summarise the two texts. Instead he/she wrote an essay on hopes, dreams and fears.
There was a little reference to either of the texts, no identification of the two main characters and their
attempts to face up to the challenges, and no attempt to link or group the ideas from the texts. Some ideas
were of relevance to the main idea in the first text, for example, the mentioning of the importance to keep
trying and never give up.

Mark awarded = 4 out of 10

Style and Organisation
There was no sense of summary, and an obvious loss of focus.
Mark awarded = 2 out of 5

Accuracy of Language

Unsophisticated language, which was not always appropriate, was used. Sentences were constructed in
very simple syntax with some clumsiness. Additionally, the vocabulary was limited and a number of spelling
mistakes.

Paper 2 Writing

This paper is divided into two sections, as detailed below. Candidates are required to write two
compositions, one from each section.

Section 1 - Discussion and Argument (25 marks)
Four argumentative/discursive titles are set, from which candidates choose one.

Section 2 - Description and Narration (25 marks)
Four titles are set (two descriptive and two narrative), from which candidates choose one.

Candidates are required to write between 350 and 500 words for each of their answers. The questions test
the following writing objectives:

W1 articulate experience and express what is thought, felt and imagined

W2 order and present facts, ideas and opinions

W3 understand and use a range of appropriate vocabulary

W4 use language and register appropriate to audience and context

W5 make accurate and effective use of paragraphs, grammatical structures, sentences, punctuation and
spelling.

For the candidates to score well in this paper, they have to be able to:

Express the different points of view, in the discursive tasks, clearly and logically.
Focus on the description, in the descriptive tasks, and include a good selection of images and ideas.
They should also create an appropriate atmosphere, where their own emotions and feelings are

expressed.

Apply the elements of story writing, in the narrative tasks, especially the development of characters and
events. They should also show the ability to develop and manage the plot (the climax) effectively.

Additionally, they should demonstrate a high ability to write using sequenced paragraphs, selected,
varied vocabulary, without compromising the accuracy of grammar and/or spelling.

Avoid using colloquial language and non-Arabic vocabulary, unless this is required by the question.
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Paper 2 Writing

Mark scheme
For each composition, marks are awarded in two categories, as follows:

e The first mark, out of 12, is for Style and Accuracy. See Table A.

e The second mark, out of 13, is for Content and Structure. See either Table B1, B2 or B3
depending on whether the composition is argumentative, descriptive or narrative.

Table A: Style and Accuracy

Band 1 11-12  Fluent; variety of well made sentences, including sophisticated complex
sentences where appropriate, used to achieve particular effects.

o Wide, consistently effective range of vocabulary with appropriately used
ambitious words.

e Assured use of grammar and punctuation, spelling accurate.

Band 2 9-10 e Mostly fluent; sentences correctly constructed, including a variety of
complex sentences.

» Vocabulary often effective, sometimes complex, mostly varied.

e Grammatically correct; punctuation mostly correct between and within
sentences; very occasional spelling mistakes.

Band 3 7-8 e Occasional fluency; sentences of some variety and complexity, correctly
constructed.

o Appropriate and accurate vocabulary with occasional examples of choice
made to communicate precise meaning or to give interest.

e Simple grammatical constructions correct; sentence separation mostly
correct but other forms of punctuation sometimes inconsistently used;
occasional spelling mistakes — but no error of any sort impedes
communication.

Band 4 5-6 e Sentences tend to be simple and patterns repetitive. Where more
complicated structures are attempted there is lack of clarity and
inaccuracy.

* Vocabulary communicates general meaning accurately.

e Some errors of punctuation including sentence separation; several spelling
and grammatical errors, rarely serious.

Band 5 34 e There may be the occasional grammatically complex sentence but mostly
these are simple and repetitively joined by ‘and’, ‘but’ and ‘so’, with other
conjunctions being used ineffectively, if at all.

e Vocabulary communicates simple details/facts accurately.

Many errors of punctuation, grammar and spelling, but the overall meaning
is never in doubt.

Band 6 12 e Sentences are simple and sometimes faulty and/or rambling sentences
obscure meaning.

Vocabulary is limited and may be inaccurate.

Errors of punctuation, grammar and spelling may be serious enough to
impede meaning.

0 e Meaning of the writing is often lost because of poor control of language;
errors of punctuation, grammar and spelling too intrusive to award a mark
in Band 6.

Table B1: Argumentative/Discursive tasks

Band 1 11-13 ¢ There is a consistent quality of well developed, logical stages in an overall,
at times complex argument.

e Each stage is linked to and follows the preceding one.

e Sentences within paragraphs are soundly sequenced.

Band 2 9-10 e Each stage of the argument is defined and developed, although the quality
of the explanation may not be consistent.

e The stages follow in a generally cohesive progression. Paragraphs are
mostly well sequenced, although some may finish less strongly than they
begin.

Band 3 7-8 e There is a series of relevant points and a clear attempt is made to develop
some of them. These points are relevant, straightforward and
logical/coherent.

* Repetition is avoided, but the order of the stages in the overall argument
can be changed without adverse effect. The sequence of the sentences
within paragraphs is satisfactory, although opportunities to link ideas may
not be taken.

Band 4 5-6  Mainly relevant points are made and they are developed partially with
some effectiveness.

e The overall argument shows signs of structure but may be sounder at the
beginning than at the end. There may be some repetition. It is normally
possible to follow sequences of ideas, but there may be intrusive ideas or
misleading sentences.

Band 5 3-4 « A few relevant points are made and although they are expanded into
paragraphs, development is very simple and not always logical.

e Overall structure lacks a sense of sequencing. Paragraphs used only for
obvious divisions. It is sometimes possible to follow sequencing of
sentences within paragraphs.

Band 6 1-2 e A few points are discernible but any attempt to develop them is very
limited.

e Overall argument only progresses here and there and the sequence of
sentences is poor.

0  Rarely relevant, little material, and presented in a disorderly structure. Not
sufficient to be placed in Band 6.

Table B2: Descriptive tasks

Band 1 11-13 ¢ There are many well defined, well developed ideas and images, describing
complex atmospheres with a range of details.

e Overall structure is provided through devices such as the movements of
the writer, the creation of a short time span, or the creation of atmosphere
or tension. Focus is description (not storytelling). Repetition is avoided and
the sequence of sentences makes the picture clear to the reader.

Band 2 9-10 e There is a good selection of interesting ideas and images, with a range of
details.

e These are formed into an overall picture of some clarity, largely consistent.
There may be occasional repetition and opportunities for development or
the provision of detail may be missed. Sentences are often well sequenced
and the description is often effective.

Band 3 7-8 e There is a selection of effective ideas and images that are relevant to the
topic and which satisfactorily address the task. An attempt is made to
create atmosphere and to provide some details.

e The description provides a series of points rather than a sense of their
being combined to make an overall picture, but some of the ideas are
developed successfully, albeit straightforwardly. Some sentences are well
sequenced.

Band 4 5-6 ¢ Some relevant and effective ideas are provided and occasionally
developed a little, perhaps as a narrative. There is some feeling of
atmosphere, but most of the writing is about events or description of
objects or people.

e There is some overall structure, but the writing may lack direction and
intent. There may be interruptions in the sequence of sentences and/or
some lack of clarity.

Band 5 34 ¢ Content is relevant but lacking in scope or variety. Opportunities to provide
development and detail are frequently missed.

e Overall structure, though readily discernible, lacks form and dimension.
The reliance on identifying events, objects and/or people sometimes leads
to a sequence of sentences without progression.

The candidate chose the second title from this section. It required writing about the preference of studying in
one’s own country or abroad.

The candidate’s response was excellent in these areas:

e The introduction was detailed summarising that this topic is a contentious one, and then specified that
there were two groups of people; those who support and those who oppose the idea. Then a quick
reference to the reasons behind the opinions of the two groups.

e There was a consistent quality of well-developed ideas defining the stance of both groups.

e The candidate mentioned a number of reasons, which were well supported by examples and evidences,
for people favouring to study abroad; for example, the technological advancement in the west, the
modern teaching methods. He also added that travelling has its own advantages like the chance to learn
about other cultures, the opportunity to gain new social and living skills. He used, as evidence, a study
that was carried out and found that students who studied abroad enjoyed better social skills than their
colleagues who studied in their own countries. He also mentioned the benefits of being independent
and increasing the chance of career options upon graduation.

e Then he discussed the opinion of those who opposed the idea of studying abroad identifying the main
reasons as; both places offer the same quality of education, the difference in customs and traditions,
which could cause a number of problems to the student studying abroad. He also added the worry of
parents about their son or daughter leaving home, and the financial toll that they had to endure. Finally,
the negative impact on the country of origin when its talented youth leave.

e He finished the essay by mentioning his own point of view and gave very persuasive reasons for it.

These are some notes on the candidate’s response:

e The introduction was vague about the places people live in, and then the candidate mentioned the idea
of studying abroad but mentioned some irrelevant details. This was inappropriate start to an
argumentative essay.

e The ideas supporting or opposing the idea of studying abroad were not clear and at times contradictory.
For the candidate’s writing lacked a central idea summing up the intended purpose. For example, he
started one paragraph by mentioning that studying abroad could be expensive, yet in the following
sentence he argued that it gives the student a better career option. So he moves from one idea to the
next with no order or logical sequencing.

e Sentences were not complex, but rather simple and repetitively joined by ‘and’ ‘but’ and ‘so’. Although
vocabulary was generally accurate, it was limited and communicated simple details. Punctuation was
inaccurate, and there were many spelling and grammatical errors.

However, it lacked exciting events and failed to develop its characters into a more interesting level that

would entice the reader to carry on reading.

e Although the overall structure was sound, yet there were missed opportunities for appropriate
development of ideas, and the climax was expected and dull.
