Anyway, once I'd
finished, | got my first job. | didn’t last long there, because | didn’t get on with the boss, but soon
found another job in a restaurant on the other side of town. It was a great place and had won a
prize for best restaurant in the city. **

* |s working as a chef difficult?

It's all I've ever known, so | have nothing to compare it to, but | don’t think it’s harder than any other
profession. Opening my own restaurant, which | did a few months ago, felt exciting more than
anything else. I've learnt so much there already from customers who make negative comments
about the food | make — it’s like they’re teaching me how to improve. Training the chefs | employ
has been an unexpected pleasure too.

Any plans for working abroad in the future?

Why would | want to when there are so many exciting things happening here?
