Bu soruda okuma ve anlama igin 20 puan, soruya yanit yazma i¢in 5 puan bulunmaktadir. Yazmada
adaylarin, dogru ve etkin paragraf yapabilme, dilbilgisi, cimle yapisi, imla bilgisi gibi yazma becerileri
degerlendirilir. Soru1 de basarili olmak igin, adaylarin tim sorularin yanitlarinin birinci metinde oldugunu
unutmamalari gerekir.

Bu soruyu yanitlarken, adaylar soru kagidindaki her iki metinden bahsetmeli, gerekli bilgileri segcmeli ve bu
bilgileri kisa, 6zl ve konuya odakli olarak sunmalidirlar.

Okuma ve anlamadan 15 puan alabilmek i¢in adaylar, her iki metinden dnemli olan en az 15 ayri bilgiyi
sectiklerinden emin olmalidirlar.

Key messages

In order to do well in Question 1, candidates need to:

e write their answers in their own words unless the question requires a direct quotation from the passage

e write concise answers

e read the questions very carefully before starting to answer and ensure that they are answering the
precise question asked

e remember that if two marks are available for a question, then they will need to provide two points in their
answer in order to have access to full marks for that question.

In order to do well in Question 2, candidates need to:

e ensure that their summary contains only information drawn from the two passages and does not reflect
their own thoughts, experiences or feelings

e remember that the summary does not have to follow the order of the two passages, as long as it is
coherent, well-organised and contains sentences and paragraphs which are linked together

e adhere to the word limit given in the question

e ensure that their work is presented legibly.

Candidates should ensure that they plan their time during the examination in order to allow themselves

sufficient time at the end to check their work. As well as marks for Reading, marks for Writing are awarded
for this paper, so candidates should remember to check their grammar, spelling and punctuation carefully.

General comments

This question paper consists of two passages linked by a common theme. The common theme of the two
passages this year was ‘Fashion’. The texts included detail about the development of fashion and the
relationship between fashion and society. On the whole, candidates seemed to identify well with the content.
Many candidates performed well on this paper.

Comments on specific questions

Question 1

Question 1 is divided into a series of sub-questions which require answers of various lengths. The sub-
questions are based on Passage 1 and test the candidates’ ability to:

understand and collate explicit meanings

understand, explain and collate implicit meanings and attitudes
select, analyse and evaluate what is relevant to specific purposes
understand how writers achieve effects.

There are 20 marks available for Reading and 5 marks available for Writing. In Writing, candidates are
assessed on their ability to make accurate and effective use of paragraphs, grammatical structures,
sentences, punctuation and spelling. In order to do well in Question 1, candidates need to remember that
the answers to the sub-questions are always found in Passage 1. With the exception of any synoptic
questions where answers may be gathered from anywhere in the text, the sub-questions are posed in the
order that the answers appear in the passage. Candidates must not refer to their own previous experience or
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knowledge about the topic of the text: they are required to answer the precise questions asked using
information drawn from the passage.

(a) Most candidates answered this question correctly.

(b) Most candidates answered only part of the question correctly and were awarded half marks.
‘Medyanin Gzerimizdeki etkisi’ was not mentioned by some candidates.

(c) The maijority of candidates answered this question correctly. There were a variety of examples
given about the obsession with fashion.

(d) Nearly all candidates answered this question correctly.

(e) Nearly all candidates answered the first part of the question correctly. Most candidates wrote that ‘if
fashion does not change, people who work in the fashion industry would not earn money’. ‘As a
result, people follow fashion and buy new clothes. If we do not buy new clothes, it would affect the
fashion industry negatively,” was the second required point.

(f) Most candidates answered this question correctly. Some candidates wrote
‘Young people find old people’s clothes strange rather than interesting’.

(9) This question was answered well.

(h) Most candidates answered this question correctly.

(i) Most candidates answered this question correctly.

(i) Some candidates gave ‘he was very kind’ as an answer and lost marks because the requirement

was to explain what Prince Albert’s kind behaviour was.

(k) Most candidates answered this question correctly. Those who did not mention that this fashion has
not yet ended scored only half marks.

()] Most candidates answered this question correctly.
(m) Some candidates offered ‘People put their health at risk to follow fashion’ and lost marks.
(n) Most candidates answered this question correctly.
(o) Most candidates answered this question correctly.

Those candidates who constructed accurate sentences and used a good range of appropriate vocabulary
when presenting their answers gained good marks for Writing.

Question 2

For this question, candidates are required to write a summary of 200—250 words based on both Passage 1
and Passage 2. There are 15 marks available for Reading, with one mark awarded for each relevant point
extracted from the passages.

When tackling this question, candidates needed to refer to both of the passages provided in the question
paper, select the relevant information from them and present this information in a concise and focused
summary.

In order to have access to the full 15 marks for Reading, candidates needed to ensure that they selected at
least 15 important pieces of information from the passages. For example, giving Prince Albert and James
Dean separately as examples of famous people creating fashion would gain the candidate only one mark.

When writing their summary, candidates need to avoid introducing sentences with phrases such as ‘Passage
1 says...’ or ‘Itis mentioned in Passage 2...” Such phrases are inappropriate when writing a summary and
they use up words unnecessarily.
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In total, there are 25 marks available for Question 2. In order to have access to the full 10 marks for Writing,
candidates needed to show that they could:

Order and present facts, ideas and opinions.

Understand and use a range of appropriate vocabulary.

Use language and register appropriate to audience and context.

Make accurate and effective use of paragraphs, grammatical structures, sentences, punctuation and
spelling.

Many candidates demonstrated an understanding of the rules of summary writing and were able to select the
relevant ideas from both passages, linking them to form an original piece of writing. Some candidates were
either unfamiliar with the format of the examination or did not read the question carefully enough and did not
write a summary. Instead, they wrote a composition about fashion and the advantages/disadvantages of
fashion, reflecting their own feelings and experiences. Candidates are advised to read the question carefully
and write concisely, keeping closely to the focus of the question.

Hepsi bir srl sorunu dile getirip bunlara ¢ézim getiren organik
alternatifler yazdilar. Soruyu tam olarak cevaplayanlar yani bu sinavda basarili olmak igin tavsiye
edilenler bélimunde dikkat ¢ekilen konularda geregini yapanlar, icerik bakimindan yiksek notu hak
ettiler. Yaziyi arkadaslarina hitaben ve okul gazetesinde yayimlanmak Uzere yazdilar ve ona uygun
dil kullandilar. Ayrica soruda belirtildi§i gibi yazilarinda yalnizca arkadaslarini degil onlarin aracihigi
ile ailelerini de hesaba kattilar.

Soru (c)

“Bir grup insanin birlikte yagsamasi ve birbirlerini elemesi lizerine kurulmus TV
programlarini sevenler neden seviyor? Sevmeyenler neden sevmiyor?” Bu soru bu bélimin
2. en popluler sorusuydu. Bu soruyu secen bitlin adaylarin Tirk ve yabanci kanallarda yayimlanan
bu tip programlar hakkinda bilgi sahibi oldugu anlasiliyordu. En basarili olanlar, bazilari sonunda
kendi tercihlerini belirtse bile, tarafsizca her iki grup icin bol bol sebep ve agiklama yazanlardi.

Soru (d)

“Site yagaminda bazi kisiler evlerinde evcil hayvan beslemek istiyor, bazilari ise buna
karsi. Bu konuda uzlagsma saglamak i¢in komsulariniza bir mektup yaziniz.” Bu soru
popularitede 3. siradaydi. Basarili adaylar yazilarinda komsularini muhatap alarak, buna uygun
saygil bir dil kullanarak, dnce evcil hayvan beslemek isteyenlere, bu hayvanlarin site yasaminda
sebep olabilecekleri rahatsizliklari ve hatta bazi kisileri gergekten korkuttuklarini anlattilar. Sonra
da evcil hayvanlara karsi olanlara, insanlarin evcil hayvan beslemek istemelerinin gesitli
sebeplerini, evcil hayvanlarin bazi durumlarda kigilerin ruh saghgi icin neden énemli oldugunu
anlatip, sorunun agikga belirttigi gibi uzlasmaci bir tutumla gesitli dneriler sundular. Bazi adaylar ise
sorunun geregini tam yapmadilar. Bir tarafin hakl oldugu konusunda yeterli kanit sunmadan, evcil
hayvan isteyenlerin ya da istemeyenlerin yaninda durup, uzlagma konusuna da pek katkida
bulunmadilar. Bazi adaylar ise tek bir komsuyu hedef alip bir ihtimal kendi deneyimlerinden yola
cikarak su ya da bu yonde bir cevap yazdilar. Béyle cevaplar “igerik” notunda, konuyla ancak
kismen ilgili olarak degerlendirilebilir

Soru (a)

“Yasadiginiz yer nerede ise, sehir, kasaba, kdy gibi, mevsimlerin gevrenize nasil

yansidigini ve insanda ne gibi duygular uyandirdigini betimleyin.” Bu soru bu bélimn ikinci
en populer sorusuydu. Birgok aday yasadidi yerde dedisen mevsimlerin getirdigi renkleri, kokulari,
sesleri ve insanlarin bu degisime nasil tepki verdigini, degisen ruh halleri ve rutinlerini ¢cok giizel
betimlemisti. Dogal gevreden uzak, sehir merkezlerinde yasayanlar bile mevsimlerin ¢evrelerinde
ortaya gikardigi degisiklikleri zengin bir betimleme diliyle yansitmiglardi. Bazi adaylar yorelerinde
baskin olarak hissedilen mevsimleri vurgulamis ama diger mevsimleri neden pek yasamadiklarini
da aciklayabilmisti. Ancak soru “mevsimler” diyerek birden fazla mevsimin betimlenmesi gerektigini
belirtmis olmasina ragmen tek bir mevsimi yazan az sayida aday icerik ilgisi bakimindan not
kaybettiler.

En iyi cevaplar 20 yil sonra nerde
hangi konumda oldugunu anlatip ona gére guinliik hayatini betimlemisti. Oyle ki gocuklari olan
geng bir ¢iftin, bir is insaninin, bir artistin, bir girisimcinin, kimisi hafta sonunu se¢gmis olsa bile
hafta ici rutinine de gbndermeler yaparak, tipik bir ginu tim renkleri, sesleri hatta kokulariyla
canlandirilmisti. Ancak sorunun birinci ya da ikinci kismina fazla yogunlasan ya da betimleme
yerine hayatlarinin 20 yillik hikdyesini yazanlar soruyu ne i¢erik ne de Uslup olarak tam
cevaplandirmadiklari igin not kaybettiler.

“Sizin seving, saskinlik, gurur gibi bir duyguyu ¢cok yogun yasamaniza sebep olan bir
olayi anlatin.” Bu, 2. Bélimun en tutulan sorusuydu. Bu soruyu seg¢en adaylarin gogu ¢ok
basariliydi ¢lnki belli ki hepsinin anlatacak bir hikayesi vardi. Hikayelerini o en énemli anina
giden zaman suresi icinde gidip gelerek, duygulari, ortami, okuyucunun ilgisini hep canli tutacak
sekilde anlattilar. Genellikle atletik, akademik ya da artistik bir basarinin éykustnu, ¢ok etkin bir
Uslupla dile getirdiler.

Soru (d)

“Sinderella masalinin farkh sonu¢landigini diisiiniin. Biitiin giin agir islere kosturan
Sinderalla’nin ayaklan sistigi icin sehirdeki geng kizlarin ayagina uymayan pabug

onun ayagina da uymadi. Masalin bundan sonrasini siz tamamlayin.” 2. Bélimiin en az
popller sorusu olan bu soru goérildigu gibi ¢ok bilinen bir hikayeye farkl bir son istiyordu.
Cevabin nereden baslayacagi soruda belirlenmisti. Oykileme (narrative) sorularinda sikga
karsilastigimiz gibi bazi adaylar dykunUn bir 6zetini, planini yapmadan kaleme sarildiklari igin
metin istenilen uzunluga ulasincaya kadar defalarca sdzcik saymak zorunda kalmiglardi. Sonugta
soruyla ilgili, ancak éykileme anlatim bigimlerinin gerektirdigi dgeleri tagimayan, bir gercevesi
olmadigi icin bazi kisimlari gereksiz uzatiimig, kahramanlarin ve mekanlarin iyi yansitilamadigi bir
metinler ¢cikmis.

Writing

Key messages

This Writing paper consists of 2 sections worth 25 marks each. Candidates write two 350-500 word
compositions, one from Section 1, another from Section 2.

Section 1 has a total of 4 titles to choose from; 2 argumentative and 2 discursive. Similarly, Section 2 has 4
titles to choose from; 2 descriptive and 2 narrative.

In order to do well in this paper, candidates should:

Formulate a brief plan or write an outline before starting the actual composition to ensure that the most
suitable title is chosen. Some titles may sound appealing but the candidate's repertoire for that specific
title may not be sufficient to produce an essay of the required length. If the composition is too short
there will not be enough well defined, well developed ideas/images/arguments/narrative details required
to gain good marks. Writing an outline also helps to organise thoughts, subtopics and paragraphs and
to avoid repetition.

Ensure that the response covers all that is required by all parts of the question. (Please refer to
Section 2, Question b)

Make sure the response reflects an awareness of the audience e.g. where the question requires the
response to address a certain person or persons, friend(s), neighbour(s), management of an institution
etc. (Please refer to Section 1, Question b)

Demonstrate an awareness of different styles required by different genres of texts. The wording of the
question usually indicates the style required e.g. ‘discuss’, ‘narrate’, ‘describe’, ‘what do you think?’

Use a variety of complex sentences, a wide range of vocabulary to communicate precise meaning or to
achieve a specific effect, and sustain accuracy in punctuation and spelling.

Section 1

In this section, the task requires the candidate to write an argumentative or discursive text. Depending on
the title chosen, this may mean:

putting forward a point of view about an issue,

discussing various and opposing views about an issue without giving personal opinion,
concluding with a personal point of view after discussing various different points of view about the
issue, all with a view to persuading the reader. (Please refer to Section 1 Question (a)

Candidates' responses should involve a series of claims/assertions/reasons/facts supported by examples or
evidence. The introduction must present the question at hand. Then preferably each paragraph (or a part in
the main development paragraph) should deal with a different side of the argument. Using connectives will
make the text easy to follow. For example, to add a supporting claim, connectives like ‘also’, ‘besides’,
‘furthermore’, etc. and to make the sequence clear, connectives like first’, ‘next’, ‘then’, finally’. To introduce
a contrasting idea/claim, connectives like ‘but’, ‘yet’, ‘on the other hand’, ‘although’ can be used and to
introduce a result, connectives like ‘as a result’, ‘therefore’, ‘consequently’. To enforce a thought/claim,
connectives like ‘really’, ‘surely’, ‘in fact’ and to end a claim or to summarise, connectives like ‘to sum up’, ‘in
short’, ‘therefore’, ‘in conclusion’ can be used. If a personal opinion is required, the conclusion should follow
from the previous supporting argument(s).
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Section 1 questions usually require the use of formal language. Sophisticated, complex sentences,
appropriately used signposts to help the reader to follow where the argument is leading to, contribute to Style
and Accuracy marks as well as Content. However, candidates should avoid using words or expressions they
are not very familiar with in order to appear sophisticated. Similarly, long sentences do not necessarily make
a text more plausible and they also carry the risk of losing the link between the subject and the verb and
causing serious grammatical mistakes.

Section 2
Section 2 titles require either a description or a narration.

Whether the title requires a descriptive text or a narrative, the specific task must be completed, that is, either
someone or something is described or a story is told.

For descriptive titles, the object described (person, place, object, feeling etc.) and the surrounding
atmosphere should create a full image in the reader’'s mind. Vivid details that involve sound, sight, smell,
taste and touch, help create such an image if used appropriately. The language of a descriptive text should
convey emotions.

Each paragraph of the response or each part of the development paragraph should focus on one aspect of
the object of description and paragraphs/statements must be ordered in the most effective way.

For narrative titles, candidates should not choose to write a story unless they have a story in mind. Spending
time to draft the outline and the supporting details of the story will be very useful, as having a timeline at
hand will help write a sophisticated narrative, with sub-texts, flashbacks and time lapses; features required to
get a high mark.

In all Section 2 titles, candidates must also refrain from using language which is more than informal or
conversional (unless it is deliberately used to reflect a character in a narrative) as it displays weakness in
awareness of audience.

o  Biz 6 yildir Oxford’da kaliyoruz.
o  Correct: Biz 6 yildir Oxford’da yasiyoruz/oturuyoruz.

Confusing the spelling of the word ‘bayagdr’ (‘oldukga’, ‘epey’)
o  Okulumuz baya uzakti!
o Correct: Okulumuz bayagi uzakti.

Incorrect usage of the word ‘asir’ (‘gereginden fazla’, ‘cok’)
o  Toplumumuza asiri derecede katki saglayacakir.
o  Correct: Toplumumuza ¢ok fayda sagdlayacaktir.

Incorrect usage of the word ‘sayenizde’ (‘araciligiyla’, ‘yardimiyla’)
o  Sizin sayenizde képegimi disari ¢gikaramiyorum!
o  Correct: Sizin ylzinuzden kdpegimi disari ¢gikaramiyorum!

Confusing the meaning of the verbs ‘saglamak’ and ‘sebep olmak’,

o Son yillarda yapay zeka konusunda gekilen filmler insanlarin yapay zekéa projelerinden kormalarini
sagladi.

o  Correct: korkmalarina sebep oldu.

Incorrect usage of the adverb ‘gibi’ (*-e benzer’)
o lIsrail, Amerika, Hollanda, Brezilya gibi tlkeler... Since there is nothing to explain why these
countries are alike or what they have in common, ‘gibi’ cannot be used in this context.

Incorrect usage of the word ‘fazlasiyla’ (‘olagandan’, ‘gerekenden ¢ok’, ‘pek ¢ok’)
o  Besin zincirinde fazlasiyla 6nemli bir yeri olan hayvansal...
o  Correct: Besin zincirinde ¢ok 6nemli bir yeri olan hayvansal...
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Confusing the meanings of the verbs ‘siritmak’ and ‘tebessim etmek’
o  Prens siritinca Sinderella’nin kalbi duracak gibi oldu!
o  Correct: Prens tebessum edince...

o Confusing the meaning of the words ‘tahta’ (‘cesitli islerde kullaniimak Uzere diiz’, ‘enlice’, ‘uzun ve
az kalin bigimde islenmis agag¢ parcasi’) and ‘ahsap’ (‘agactan’, ‘tahtadan yapilimis’)

o  Tahta bir evde oturuyorlardi.

o  Correct: Ahsap bir evde oturuyorlardi.

Using apostrophe inappropriately
o Kardesim’in yag gininu kutlayacaktik.

Comments on specific questions

Section 1
Question (a)

The most popular title of Section 1 stated that intelligent machines and artificial intelligence projects frighten
some people and the question asked for the candidate’s view on this. Successful candidates discussed
various reasons why people might be frightened and then presented their own view. They stated why,
quoting from world famous people working in the area and giving real examples of incidents to justify their
fear or lack of it. Those without fear claimed that human intelligence will never allow a development which
might endanger its own existence and supported their claim by giving examples from recent developments.
Many candidates also referred to previous developments in the history of science which were met with
similar fear, in order to support the view that there is no need to be frightened.

Question (b)

‘You are a member of the Organic Life Club at your school. Write an article for your school newspaper
aiming to change the consumption habits of your friends and their families.” This was the least popular title of
Section 1 but many of those who chose it proved that they made a conscious choice. They pointed to a wide
range of issues and proposed organic alternatives. Those candidates who reflected an awareness of
audience (schoolmates, the style required for school newspaper and answered the question fully by drawing
attention to the consumption habits of families and how to change them) scored high marks.

Question (c)

This question was second in popularity. ‘TV programmes based on a group of people living together and
eliminating each other from the programme are very popular but some people don't like them. What is it
about these programmes which makes them so popular with some people and why does the other group
dislike them?’ All the candidates who chose this title seemed to have good knowledge of such programmes
broadcast on Turkish and international TV channels. The best candidates were able to deal with the question
neutrally and presented plenty of reasons for both sides.

Question (d)

This question was the third in popularity. ‘In a housing estate some people want to have pets in their homes
and some of the residents are against this. Write a letter to your neighbours aiming to reach a consensus.’
Successful candidates clearly addressed their neighbours, used formal and respectful language, recognised
the problems pets might cause in communal life and tried to explain to those who want to have pets why
some people may even be frightened of them. Similarly, they tried to explain to those who are against pets,
why some people need to have pets and how pets can contribute to people's happiness. Finally, they offered
various solutions to the problem. A few candidates addressed one neighbour and some candidates took
sides and rather than offering a solution, tried to persuade one side to accept the other side's view. Such
responses can only be ‘partly relevant’ in terms of Content.
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Section 2
Question (a)

This was the second most popular tittle of Section 2, ‘Wherever you are living, a city, town, village, describe
how seasons are reflected in your surroundings and what type of feelings they evoke in people.” Many
candidates gave very vivid description of changing colours, smells, sounds that come with each season and
how people react to these changes, changing moods and changing daily routine. There were a few
candidates who chose to describe one season although the question asked for ‘seasons’ which meant they
were not answering the question fully.

Question (b)

This question, third in popularity, asked the candidates to imagine what their life would be like in 20 years'
time and to describe their daily routine. The first half of the question should shape the response; it is
important for the second part to make sense. The best responses started by telling briefly where they wanted
to see themselves in 20 years and went on to describe their routine. Many candidates described images
which brought to life the daily routine of a young couple with children, a business woman or a man, an artist,
an entrepreneur. Those candidates who concentrated on the first or second half of the question or treated
the question as a narrative and told the story of the process from present to 20 years from now, followed by a
brief picture of their routine in the future, lost points because their response was not answering the question
fully, neither in Content nor Style.

Question (c)

‘Tell the story of an event which made you experience a feeling like happiness, surprise or pride very
intensely.” This was the most popular question of Section 2. Candidates who chose this question usually did
very well as they had a real story to tell. They narrated their story, switching back and forth between the
momentous event and the days/time leading up to it, keeping the interest of the reader all the way to the
climax. Usually an athletic, academic or an artistic achievement, many candidates managed to tell their story
in a very effective style.

Question (d)

This question required the candidate to write a different ending to the well-known tale of Cinderella. The
shoe which did not fit any of the women in the city did not fit Cinderella's foot either, as her feet were swollen
due to the hard work she had been doing all day. Some of those who chose this question, tried their story
first in outline, and formed a clear idea of how the plot would develop. Then they filled in the framework with
details, sub-texts, flashbacks and imagery and thus ended up with a sophisticated, engaging story with an
interesting ending. The story consisted of carefully balanced sections, carrying the interest of the reader until
the climax was reached. Those who did not plan their story ended up counting words all the way until they
reached the required length. This usually resulted in a relevant response but one lacking narrative
techniques, imagery and effective description. Because there was no devised framework, unequal
importance was often given to different sections of the story.
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
