In the 1920s, new technology allowed filmmakers to add dialogues, music and different types of
sounds to each film, which matched the action on the screen. These new films were initially known
as the talking pictures.

The next main step in the development of cinema was the use of colour. While the addition of
sound totally changed film making, artists introduced colour gradually. This quickly led to the
decrease in the production of silent films.

The public was not very interested in colour photography compared to black-and-white. However,
as colour methods improved and became cheaper, the number of colour films increased, especially
after World War II. By the end of the 1960s, films in colour were in every cinema.
