Bangladesh has a rich heritage of theatre performance, which reflects the diversity of the country’s
population and culture. Traditional forms of folk drama such as Jatra have retained their popularity.
They have provided inspiration for the development of modern forms of theatre institutions both in
towns and in the countryside.

After the First World War many changes took place which saw Jatra being strongly influenced by
patriotic and nationalistic themes. It was only in the late 1940s that female roles were introduced to
what had always been an all male cast.

Since the 1970s Non Government Organisations have played an important role in the development
of theatre. They used drama for conscience raising, problem analysis and confidence building in
campaigns against landlessness, debts and exploitation. Theatre then was considered to be one of
the most effective instruments of communicating with a target group characterised by high illiteracy
rates and limited access to open and free media.

Theatre groups in Bangladesh have contributed significantly to the development of a public sphere
and the articulation of needs and aspirations for participation of disadvantaged groups.

Over recent years, Bangladesh has developed a strong tradition of ‘theatre for development;, which
has moved from message-led forms of ‘campaign theatre’to more sophisticated forms of ‘community
theatre!

Theatre for the people of Bangladesh is a celebration of life, but like life it faces many odds.
Nevertheless, people develop great resource of energy in order to move forward and the theatre
remains as exciting as ever.
