A lack of physical activity and the increasing number of desk jobs combined with a stressful lifestyle
have created a growing problem of obesity and stress-related illness. One of the best ways to
minimise these problems is to take up simple exercise such as walking and cycling. These require
physical exertion which burns off fat from our body. Walking and cycling can significantly improve our
health and fitness and contribute to our general well-being.

For commuters these two modes of travel are even more important. They are economically beneficial
as they cost virtually no money and do not create noise or air pollution. According to urban planning
experts in Bangladesh and abroad, walking and cycling will reduce congestion in overcrowded cities.
Over the last few years, using these forms of transport to go to work have become very popular and
fashionable in the western world. Now the citizens of a number of developing countries are following
the trend too.

Now, the most important action to be taken is the creation of facilities for pedestrians and cyclists.
There is a renewed interest in encouraging walking and cycling in Dhaka through organising
promotional events. However, bringing about a social revolution in this area is still a long way

off. Most often, the footpaths are occupied by street traders and are not pedestrian friendly at

all. But moving the traders from footpaths is not that easy. In a country like Bangladesh where

unemployment is widespread, evicting these people from roadside walkways will not be a popular
move.
