‘Slumdogs’ can become millionaires in the movies, but in the real world it is totally different. Indeed,
they lead a very miserable life and suffer thousands of problems. The slums of Dhaka city are no
exception. Every day hundreds of people go there to earn a living, especially those who are victims
of natural disasters. The Government started to demolish slums from public properties in the late
nineties. Some private landowners, however, started to rent out their land to slum dwellers. The
return on these lands was handsome because of the high density of people.

Landowners collect rent and grant permission to build bamboo shacks for the slum dweller. Each
family lives in a one-room dwelling. Women tend to work as maid servants or in garment factories.
Men, on the other hand, tend to work as rickshaw pullers, daily labourers or in the brickfields. This
work is long, physically exhausting, and very low paid. As a result, their children don’t even have
access to basic education.

As the needs of slum-dwellers in Dhaka are enormous, urgent measures are required to address these
issues. Efforts have already been made by the Women'’s Initiative Centre and BRAC to rehabilitate a
number of slum-dwellers. However, this is not enough. Urgent reforms are necessary to eradicate

poverty in the slums. Both the Government and non-governmental organisations must co-operate
closely to make a better life for these people.
