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General Marking Guidance

o All candidates must receive  the same
treatment. Examiners must mark the first candidate in
exactly the same way as they mark the last.

e Mark schemes should be applied positively. Candidates
must be rewarded for what they have shown they can
do rather than penalised for omissions.

e Examiners should mark according to the mark scheme
not according to their perception of where the grade
boundaries may lie.

e There is no ceiling on achievement. All marks on the
mark scheme should be used appropriately.

e All the marks on the mark scheme are designed to be
awarded. Examiners should always award full marks if
deserved, i.e. if the answer matches the mark
scheme. Examiners should also be prepared to award
zero marks if the candidate’s response is not worthy of
credit according to the mark scheme.

¢ Where some judgement is required, mark schemes will
provide the principles by which marks will be awarded
and exemplification may be limited.

e When examiners are in doubt regarding the application
of the mark scheme to a candidate’s response, the team
leader must be consulted.

e Crossed out work should be marked UNLESS the
candidate has replaced it with an alternative response.

Additional guidance

Errors: students are not expected to produce perfect, error-free writing in
order to access the top band as errors are also made by native speakers.
The mark grid describes the frequency of errors and the impact that errors
have on coherence.

Errors that do not hinder clarity:

e errors that do not affect meaning, for example missing measure words
¢ infrequent errors that do not distract the reader from the content and
which result in coherent writing

e minor errors in characters such as a mis-formed stroke in a character,
or errors of proportion/balance/alignment between the radicals within a
character.

Errors that hinder clarity:

e errors that make writing difficult to understand immediately (even if the
meaning is eventually understood)/errors that force readers to re-read in
order to understand what is meant, for example incorrect timeframes

e frequent errors hinder clarity as they will distract the reader from the
content of the writing

e errors in forming a character such as characters with an extra or missing
stroke.

Errors that prevent meaning being conveyed:

e errors that mean the reader cannot understand the message e errors
that convey the wrong message

e errors that make it unclear who is carrying out the action, for example
incorrect word order

¢ using the wrong character with the same sound or major errors in
forming a character, such as characters with an incorrect radical

e mother-tongue interference.
