Most of the wildlife of Sri Lanka is found in national parks. The two most popular ones
are Ruhuna and Wilpattu. Ruhuna, more popularly known as Yala, is located in the
south-eastern corner of the island. It is similar to the African bush, and provides the
visitor’s best chance to see elephants. Some time ago, spotting a leopard or bear at Yala
was a lucky event but in recent years these animals have increased in the park and are
now often seen.

The best time for a visit is between December and May. There are scattered rain showers
early in the year but also large herds of elephants with calves during this period.

A special entertainment for visitors at this time is the splendid dance of beautiful
peacocks, a sight worth going a long way to see.

Wilpattu National Park is situated on the west coast and is mainly thick forest. One of
the unique features of the park is the number of wil, natural small lakes, where large
flocks of water birds and herds of wild animals come to drink water. These wil are also
the home of crocodiles.

In the last few years, the number of tourists visiting these areas has increased and the
road conditions have improved. However, both parks are a minimum two hour drive
from the nearest city and facilities on the way are limited.

As the wild animals are protected now, their numbers will increase and there will be
more tourists as well.
