Scientists made an alarming discovery in the 1980s. They found out that the average
temperature of the Earth's surface was gradually rising. This trend is called ‘global
warming'. Today we know that this increase in temperature keeps causing climatic
changes, because more and more poisonous gases are being released into the
atmosphere.

Scientists have different opinions about how warm the Earth's surface will really get and
how much the temperature will increase by the year 2100. This unbearable degree of
heat in the environment will make ice caps and glaciers melt, which will also cause sea
levels to rise dramatically. As a result of this, plants, animals and people living in coastal
areas could be in danger. Possible weather changes could cause floods, droughts and
damaging storms in various parts of the world.

People in colder regions might welcome warmer weather, but those who live in regions
that are already hot may suffer from heat-related diseases. At the same time some
animals may not survive because they cannot adapt to the new environment.

Finding a solution to solve the world's biggest environmental problem is not an easy
task. Although we need to use natural resources to produce energy, we should rely on
renewable sources.

One of the biggest problems in many major cities today is traffic congestion. To deal
with this problem, governments can encourage people to use public transport, rather
than using private vehicles. People can also share the responsibility by turning off lights,
television sets and computers when they are not required. Companies may contribute
to solving this crisis by investing in items that consume little energy. They could also
look into using more renewable energy, such as solar power, wind power and water
power.
