The following points were noted by examiners:  

 
Qu est ion  1  

The major ity of the candidates understood the concept  of the 

quest ions and t ranslated the sentences correct ly even though it  had 

spelling m istakes. Some of the candidate did not  t ranslate the word 

‘weather’ in quest ion 1-a. The major ity of the candidates did not  write 

the Tam il word for the ‘imports’ in quest ion 1-b instead they 

t ranslated as ‘export  ‘in Tam il.  

 

Qu est ion  2   

En g l ish  t o  Tam i l  

The major ity of candidates understood the passage and t ranslated 

correct ly. A reasonable num ber of candidates scored good marks. A 

few candidates t ranslated ‘cit ies’ as ‘v illage’.  

 

Qu est ion  3  

Tam i l  t o  En g l ish  

With a m inority of candidates there were a few basic gram mat ical 

errors. However the major ity of candidates produced accurate and 

well wr it ten sentences that  were easy to read.  Only a couple of 

candidates failed to make even m inimum score. Only a handful of 

candidates scored over 80% .  Overall accuracy was good with few 

basic grammat ical errors.  

 

Qu est ion  4  

The grammat ical and spelling m istakes were noted in most  of the 

papers. On the whole most  of the candidates did very well and 

focused in and around the topic headings selected. Major it y of them 

selected Q-C and Q-D 

( a)  “ Tech n ica l  ed u cat ion  sh ou ld  b e com p u lso r y  f o r  a l l  

st u d en t s”  w h at  ar e y ou r  v iew s? 

On the whole candidates who selected this topic answered well and 

scored good marks. 

 

( b )  Descr ib e y ou r  id ea l  l ib r ar y  

Candidates who selected this topic descr ibed their  v ision very well, 

descr ibing what  they expect  to f ind in the library. Clear and cogent  

arguments were presented scor ing good marks. 

 

( c)  Th e f est iv a ls t h at  I  l i k e t o  celeb r at e m ost . 

The candidates who answered this quest ion well and scored high 

marks. They descr ibed and wrote in detail about  a number of 

different  fest ivals.  

 



However the major ity of candidates only descr ibed a fest ival and this 

indicates a need for  some work on get t ing the candidates to consider 

what  the quest ion is asking you to do is required. 

 

( d )  Those candidates who selected this topic descr ibed the holidays 

that  they enjoyed. The language devices used produced a wide 

var iat ion in the skill set  of the candidates. Some candidates did not  

follow the let ter writ ing format  required but  did use well selected 

descr ipt ive language to communicate their  holiday experience well 

and scored good m arks.
