Magic Breakfast aims to provide healthy and nutritious breakfasts to UK primary
school children in poor areas. Some of these children come to school with the
left-overs of the previous day’s home food in their lunch boxes. It may be some
cold vegetables, lentils or rice, or even scraps of chicken with a few cold potato
chips, if at all. In such schools, every morning, breakfast clubs are organised to
distribute food to these children. Otherwise, many children who start the day
without a good breakfast become hungry which can leave them being tired and
irritable. This can make them become restless and unable to concentrate during
their lessons.
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(b) Solar electricity

It's simple, people in the UK are being encouraged to install a solar energy system
on their rooftops to generate electricity. You will get paid 3 pence for every unit
of electricity you sell back to the electricity company. The typical cost of installing
a domestic solar energy system is around £8,000. Dependent on the size of your
roof and your location, you could generate an annual income of up to £1,000. This
could earn you around £25,000 over a period of 25 years which is tax free.
