Discuss how you would stage a scene that in some way 

makes clear the importance and power of that symbolic material.

2. Select a passage from a novel you have chosen to study that shows a turning point in the plot and 

consequently affects the fate of one or more characters.  Outline a dramatic proposal that would 
aim to make clear both the nature of the turning point and the response of some characters to the 

shift.

3. Select a passage from a novel you have chosen to study that offers some prediction or 
foreshadowing either of later events or of the development of a character.  Show how you would 

stage a scene that offers these elements of anticipation or foreshadowing.
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
